Information for September
I am writing to you with some information about our return to school in September. I am delighted to say that the latest government guidance advises that there will be no requirement to maintain Covid security by keeping children in ‘bubbles’, having staggered starts and separate playtimes and lunch times. In short, things will return more or less to the way they were before the pandemic. This is very exciting, as children will be able to play and learn together. We will be able to have assemblies, eat together and start and end our school day at the same time.

We will maintain good ventilation in classrooms and keep up our enhanced hygiene routines, such as regular hand washing, encouraging children to cough into their elbows and continue to follow the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ guidance. We will keep our current risk assessment in reserve so that we can re-implement our covid safety restrictions if we are advised to do so by local or national government.

I am also delighted to say that, as from 1st September, our school will formally federate with Ferryhill Station Primary School and I will be the permanent, Executive Head Teacher of both schools. I have been working with Ferryhill Station for 16 months now, and both schools have benefited from this arrangement, as outlined in the consultation document I sent to you in April.
